· Investigate house with you to determine exactly where air leakage and heat loss is occurring and to find potential moisture damage to structure/insulation

· Advise on the most effective ways to draft proof your home and which materials and methods to use

· Verify air sealing work done by contractors and perform quality control on construction, do pre-drywall air tightness testing so that any deficiencies can be solved inexpensively and with minimal disruption of project

Full Home Energy Audit -- 2-3+ hours onsite

Ontario provides an incentive grant of $150 to homeowners who have an energy audit done by a Certified Energy Advisor. This makes your actual cost of an audit only $200! This has been the initial audit required to access federal and Ontario grants (along with a follow-up confirmation audit.)
· Collect detailed information of house characteristics from basement to attic 

· Assess levels of insulation

· Advise on lowering electricity use 

· Determine status of heating and A/C equipment

· Assess low or high humidity, condensation and ventilation issues

· Advise on ventilation and heat distribution 

· Conduct Blower Door Test with air leakage investigation of house and advise on effective draftproofing and methods and materials

· Non-destructive way to determine insulation deficiencies behind walls, floors and ceilings 

· Find air infiltration behind a finished surface or where the leaky area is out of reach and that can’t be perceived with the blower door alone

· Discover moisture intrusion and plumbing leaks in structure

Full Infrared Thermography Assessment and Report –2-3 hours onsite

-     Outdoor and indoor infrared camera images of building

· Non-destructive way to determine thermal irregularities and deficiencies in structure such as missing or degraded insulation, air leakage behind finished surfaces and moisture issues in structure

· Conducted with blower door to accentuate the cooling or heating effect of air leakage in conditioned space of house as well as in floor, wall and ceiling cavities  

· Discussion of infrared camera images and findings onsite

· Infrared photographic record of your home

· Written report with my findings and recommendations including infrared photos

· Particularly beneficial for houses which have experienced many varied renovations and/or additions and as quality control for new houses or additions 

There must be a temperature difference of about 5.5 degrees C or 10 degrees F from inside to the outside to get good thermal images. This may mean that on some occasions IR thermography is not possible. With heating or air conditioning it is often possible to overcome this limitation.
